
1 ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:

A Unpack all parts from the shipping carton. Remove all

tape and/or packing from the chair. Keep shipping materi-

als for future use. Note the location of padding materials

and sheet-plastic which protects parts of your chair.

B The multiCHAIR 6000 (shown with the tub on the

user’s left) is composed of three pieces: the roll-in section

with offset legs with 5” casters, the bridge section, and

the tub section which has straight legs and adjusting feet.

C Position the frames upside down and install four legs:

1) The roll-in frame has caster legs and the tub section

has straight legs.

2) If you need to position the chair so the tub is on your

right rotate roll-in section frame and relocate the latch

(see section D and H for more information).

D Reversing the release latch:

1) Use the provided L-Handle wrench to remove the latch

by unscrewing the two machine screws, which attach it to

the seat frame.

2) Relocate the release latch in the seat frame and screw

in the two machine screws.

E Position the roll-in legs so that the offset points out at

a 45-degree angle. Note the small pin that mates with

holes in the frame. Make sure that the legs slide “home”

into the socket of the seat frame. Use the included ¼”

Allen wrench to securely tighten the bolts located at the

corners of the frame.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE

MULTICHAIR 6000

NOTICE: Please see section 3: LIMITED WARRANTY of

these instructions. If the warranty is not acceptable, return

the chair for a refund. Contact Nuprodx, Inc. for shipping

instructions. This chair is designed and intended for

indoor shower and bathroom use. It is not designed for

outdoor use and will void the warranty if used in this

fashion. If thresholds, shower curbs or barriers are

encountered that exceed ½” in height, the area in ques-

tion should be brought within the code for disabled

accessibility.
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F Install the backrest assembly and cantilever arms:

1) The backrest posts mount through the seat frame into

the inside of the back legs.  Because it is difficult to

insert both posts into the legs at the same time, the

backrest cushion mounting screws are shipped without

being tightened securely. 2) Using both hands, slide the

backrest posts into the back leg holes. Make sure that

each post slides “home” into the socket. 

3) Tighten the pinch bolts at the rear corners of the seat

frame.

4) Tighten the four screws which secure the backrest

cushion.  When tightening the cushion screws make

sure that there is sufficient space between the sides of

the back cushion and the cantilever arms as they flip up.

5) Note that the bracket connecting the backrest posts

and the cushion has slots so that you can slide the

cushion left/right as required to center the

cushion and provide clearance.
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G Install the swing-away footrests:

1) Footrest clamps are installed on the front legs at

the factory.

2) Slide the gooseneck tubing/foot paddle into the clamp.

3) Loosen the pinch bolt and slide up/down as required by

the user’s leg length.



H Configure the chair with tub on the users right

(The factory setting is with the tub on the users left):
1) Remove the roll-in section legs and casters

2) Rotate the frame 180 degrees

3) Re-install the legs

4) Reverse the release latch (see section D on the

previous page)

2 OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:

A Cantilever side arms:

1) Adjust up/down/in/out by slightly loosening the

bolts on the inside face of the clamp attached to the

backrest posts - make the adjustment and retighten.

2) Unlocking the arms (for transfer access) by press-

ing rearward on the front edge and pulling up.

B Leg Adjustment: When you adjust the legs, make sure

that the brass buttons are fully seated in the legs. Note: if

pushed too hard the button could become stuck inside the

inner leg; pop out the black end cap to fix this.

C Lock the brakes on the casters by pushing down on the

textured rear-most part of the caster brake levers.

Release the brakes on the casters by pushing down on

the front textured part of the caster brake levers.

D Seat cushion: The cushion is quality closed-cell foam,

designed to provide comfort and protection. Make sure

that you don't pack anything on top of it (like the back

assembly, arm rests, or any tools). Because it doesn't

have air bubbles, the foam will not spring back after being

compressed for a long time: for example on an airplane

trip. Any dents in the foam will not spring back and are

permanent.

E Periodically check the tightness of all bolts and apply

light oil to the threads of the bolts.

F Verify that the release latch is fully engaged on the slid-

er seat before removing the connector bridge.

G The roll-in and tub sections must both be level and

equal in height. To further adjust the height on the tub

section legs, rotate the crutch tip feet clockwise or coun-

terclockwise.
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
